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SFD PREP PROGRAM SUMMER 2010 
A Pre-College Workshop for High School Students 
 
The School of Fashion Design offers pre-college beginner and advanced workshops for high school students. 
44 class hours (8 x 5.5 hour sessions) during the summer semester. 
 
1. Fashion Art – Color, 2D, 3D Design, figure drawing, fashion sketching and illustration; and 
2. Clothing Construction and Detail – pattern manipulation & adjustment, fabric selection, cutting, 
    machine stitching, hand sewing, pressing and detailing. 
 
THE PREP PROGRAM IS EXCLUSIVELY FOR HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS 
1. Who may be considering a career objective of professional fashion design. 
2. Who may want to explore certain aspects of fashion design – as well as their interests and talents within  
    before they commit themselves to a particular college. 
3. Whose high school program may not include art and/or sewing classes. 
4. Who may want/need to formulate (for possible college or job applications) a portfolio of both fashion  
    drawings and sewing projects. 
5. Who may simply be interested in fashion design as an avocation (hobby, craft, relaxation, etc.) to  
    supplement their own interests. 
6. Students interested in the advanced workshop need to have completed the beginner level of the prep program. 
 
The SUMMER 2010 Prep Program meets for 4 weeks, 11 hours each week of art and sewing. 
SUMMER 2010 SCHEDULE: Monday/Wednesday 9:00 am – 2:30pm, July 6th – July 28th or August 2nd – August 25th     
 
TUITION: $900 payable in full before June 25, 2010 or July 23, 2010 for the SUMMER 2010 Session. 
In addition, there is a $25 Application Fee (non-refundable for any reason and to be included with the Application Form 
below). Tuition paid after due dates are subject to a $25 Late Payment Fee. Basic art and sewing supplies are required 
(which the student may have or purchase elsewhere  
or through the school). A detailed list is sent with the billing, and estimated at approximately $100. 
 
SFD reserves the right to cancel the program should enrollment not meet the minimum (10 students per section).
